          Code of practice for adult members
Club practice nights are Tuesdays and Thursdays. Adults take priority on all courts after 6.30 on these evenings.

As a member of Belper Meadows Tennis Club you are expected to abide by the following code of practice:

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.

· All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of age, gender, ability, race, cultural background, religious beliefs or sexual identity.

· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions, or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late.

· Members must wear suitable kit for training and match sessions. This can be any colour (not only white). Jeans and other inappropriate clothing must not be worn.

· Appropriate tennis footwear must be worn at all times on the courts.

· No glass containers are to be taken on to the courts / courtside.

· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.

· Members are asked to keep the Clubhouse tidy and put all rubbish, including chewing gum, in the bins provided.

· Members are not allowed to smoke within the clubhouse.

Please note: Whilst there is a pay telephone on site it is not always accessible. It is strongly advised that you ensure you have access to a mobile telephone whilst on the courts should you need to contact emergency services.
